6 miles through Beltsville Agricultural
Research Center and under Rt. 295. Turn
right onto Soil Conservation Rd. Turn left
on Rt. 193 E (Greenbelt Rd). Turn left onto
Prospect Hill Rd. Turn right onto Old
Prospect Hill Rd. Entrance is 100 feet on the
left.

From Route 50:
Exit onto Rt. 704/Rt. 450 E. Continue on Rt.
450 to Rt. 193 (Greenbelt Rd). Turn left on
Rt. 193 W. Turn right onto Prospect Hill Rd.
